KARRINYUP WURLITZER ORGAN

Currently operating as a 3 manual 21 rank organ with 187 stops, the instrument is the largest theatre organ to be installed in Western Australia.

Originally installed in the Regent (later Metro) Theatre, Perth in 1927 as a 2 manual 8 rank organ, with an additional 4 ranks of reeds added a year later, the organ was smaller than the Ambassador’s Theatre Wurlitzer but was prolifically broadcast until the late 1940’s.

When the Metro Theatre was demolished Stirling Theatre Organ Productions purchased the organ and for the last 27 years it has resided in the Karrinyup Community Centre where extensive extensions and restoration work has been undertaken.

The organ is leased on a peppercorn basis to the City of Stirling.
